PRINCIPAL’S REPORT
Welcome back to the new school year at Boronia Park Public School. It’s great to be back at school. I can’t believe how tall the students have grown over the summer holidays. Planning is well underway for 2012 to be an exciting year with a strong emphasis on student improvement in literacy and numeracy.
In addition to the 77 Kindergarten students we are expecting, 18 new students from Years 1 – 6 have started today. This means an additional 14 new families have joined our Boronia Park PS community. 
Students have returned to their 2011 classes for this week. Kindergarten students are undertaking their 45 minute Best Start Assessment over the next three days and will start school on Thursday. Students from Years 1-6 will move to their 2012 classes sometime after Thursday when we have confirmed our numbers. At this stage we are hoping to form 16 classes of which four will be multi-level or composite.
I would like to welcome two new teachers, Mr Joshua Smythe and Mrs Sue Gollan, to our school. These teachers replace Mrs Doig, who has been successful in gaining an Assistant Principal’s position at Ryde East Public School and Ms Lee who has taken leave for the semester. Ms Jacky Mitchell has returned to teach kindergarten this year.
As you can see our new grass is growing beautifully. Even though it didn’t get laid until early 2012 the rain has helped it take hold. Thank you to the P&C for funding the re-grassing and levelling of the area. Thank you also to the dedicated parents of the Playground Improvement committee who have nurtured our new turf throughout the holidays.
Ken, our General Assistant, with his helper James has built a new stage in our school hall. It will be safer and more accessible for students. Also during the holidays part of the stairwells, the music room and the first floor 
hallway of F block (the Kindergarten/Year 1 block) was painted and freshened up. The trench was also dug for cabling to be laid to D block – the Bristol buildings. This will enable us to have an internet connection in these two classrooms and install Interactive Whiteboards (IWBs).

CREATIVE ARTS
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In 2012, we will again be offering students the opportunity to join the junior choir (for students in Years 3 and 4), or the senior choir (for students in Years 5 and 6). 
In 2012 junior choir rehearsals will take place on Tuesday mornings in the hall from 8.00-8.45am starting Tuesday 21 February. There may be some additional rehearsals.
Senior choir rehearsals will be held on Tuesday mornings from 8.45-9.20am, also commencing Tuesday 21 February.
There are no auditions for either group. However students must agree to display an acceptable level of self discipline as they are representing the school and are expected to attend as many rehearsals as possible. 
There will be a number of performance opportunities throughout the year for both groups, such as Mothers’ Day, Presentation Day, the annual Music Soiree and Reconciliation Week concert. Some senior choir students rehearse and perform for a special concert at the Opera House. Some junior choir students perform at the Town Hall in the Primary Proms Concert Series.

There may be some additional rehearsals for each group, such as combined choir and band rehearsals and combined school choir rehearsal/excursion days.
Choir numbers have to be capped due to supervision and space issues.  Applications will be processed in order of receipt. Students who have previously been in the junior choir will be given priority for the senior choir (as long as applications are returned promptly), but all students are welcome to apply.  
There is no cost for joining the choir but there are some costs involved with transport to different venues for performances and possible festival participation fees.
The choir program is an extra curricular activity designed to foster a love of singing; to develop vocal, choral and performance skills; and to encourage all students to appreciate their own music and the music of others.

All students will be notified of the outcome of their application.
